During the Mexican-American War in 1847-49,
Pettus served as a lieutenant with the Alabama
Volunteers. Pettus
also fought in the War

A he was elected to
represent Alabama in the U. S. Senate from 1897
to 1907. Pettus died while still in office. The
Edmund Pettus Bridge was named in his honor
when built in 1940 and later became a landmark
of the American civil rights movement of 1965.

Hardee graduated from the U.S. Military Academy
at West Point in 1838 and spent his career in the
military.

Church in Selma for
twenty years and in 1900 was elected Bishop
Coadjutor of the Diocese of Alabama.

This circle is owned and maintained by Selma
Chapter 53 of the United Daughters of the
Confederacy. There are over 195 Confederate
soldiers buried within this circle. Some are buried
in individual graves but there are many interred in
two mass graves within the circle.
